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Bury St Edmunds people have treasured this link with Magna Carta. In 1849,
two commemorative plaques were erected on the ruined piers of the crossing of
the Abbey Church. The Borough'’s motto, Sacrarium Regis, Cunabula Legis,
(Shrine of a king, Cradle of the law) also seems to date from about this time.
